retreat in Antioch. An astute Kachin/Burmese
interpreter reviewed the presentation beforehand
and was prepared to interpret words such as
“prosecution,” “jurisdiction,” and “resilience” in-
person. Over twenty adults (coming from as far as
Columbia and Knoxville) were in attendance, with
a separate program for children. FIP Refugee &
Immigrant Specialist shared on various themes
related to rights and laws, reiterating that free and
confidential services were available from their
Nashville police dept. for anyone affected by a
crime regardless of immigration status, preferred
language, desire to make a police report, or their
choice to prosecute. Printed information about FIP
services was provided to members in Burmese.

Creative Girls Rock is hosting a community back to
school event on Aug. 5 (Saturday) where the CEO
called a meeting for all participating community
partners to begin the planning for the event.
